Paying Fees 
 

Please remember that fees must be paid in ad-
vance of sessions attended. As per the policy, 
fees are now expected to be paid at least a half-
term in advance. However, in some circumstanc-
es, it can be arranged for fees to be paid weekly. 
If your child is absent (half fees are payable in 
this instance) then any money remaining from 
what has been paid in advance will be credited 
to your account.  

Absent Child 
 

We will get in touch with you via text 
message or phone call if your child is 
absent for two of their consecutive days 
without having informed us at Playgroup 
why they are not attending. This is to 
make sure you and your child are ok.

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Sessions from September 2025 
 

As we have children leaving Playgroup in 
the summer to start primary school, we 
currently have all sessions available from 
September 2023. If you would like to up or 
change your child’s sessions from Septem-
ber, please let us know. We advise to do 
this soon, as enquiries are coming through 
and spaces are filling up.  

Fees from April 2025 

We have reviewed our fees, taking into 
account the cost of living and the in-
crease in minimum wage from April 
2025. 

Therefore, from 1st April 2025 our 
hourly rate will be £6 (is has been £5 
since April 2023), which means a morn-
ing or afternoon session will be £15.00, 
morning and lunch will be £21.00 and 
all day charges will be £36.
